A Brief Introduction to the First Five Books 
 
1. Title: The first five books of the Bible are called “The Law” or “Torah” by the 
Jews - “Torah” is a Hebrew term meaning “law” or  “teaching”.  The translators of the 
Septuagint (Greek Old Testament) called these books the “Pentateuch”, it is a Greek term 
meaning “the fivefold book”, from “penta” - five and “teuchos” - book or volume. 
 
2. Author: That Moses is  the author is unquestioned in scripture. 
 a. Moses commanded to write in the book - Ex 17:14; 34:27 
 b. Moses wrote the covenant - Ex 24:4-8 
 c. Moses wrote of the wandering - Num 33:1-2 
 d. The Law of Moses in a book - Josh 1:7,8; 8:31-34; 22:9; 23:6 
 e. Jesus confirms Moses authorship - Lk 24:27,44; Jn 5:45-47; 7:19

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3. Date: Approximately 1450 BC. during the wanderings in the wilderness
