*Defined: “blameless, deserving no censure, 
free from fault or defect” (Thayer) 

*Begins with God and demands change – Col. 
1:21-23; Col. 3:17 

*Importance? Without it our efforts in Christ 
will be hindered – Rom. 2:21-24 

*How achieved? 

*Determination to “practice what we preach” – 
Rom. 6:11-13 

*Dealing with others in proper spirit – 2 Tim. 2:24-26 

Blameless 



*Defined: “without a mixture of evil, free from 
guile, innocent, simple” (Thayer) 

*Used of outer and inner harmlessness – Matt. 
10:16; Rom. 16:19 

*Practical importance? 

*Our lives must mirror Christ’s purpose—salvation 
of the world - 1 Tim. 5:20 

*We cannot act reproachfully in seeking to do good. 

*Our attitude should be one of peace – Rom. 12:17-
18; 2 Cor. 6:3; 2 Cor. 8:21

Hold Fast the Word of Life 

We must 



*There is question as to the proper translation 
(i.e., fast or forth). 

*We must hold fast the word of life – 1 Pet. 2:1-
3; Jas. 1:21; 1:22-25 

*We must hold forth the word of life – Ezra 
7:10; 2 Tim. 1:9-10; 1 Pet. 2:9-10; 1 Tim. 4:16 

Holding Fast the Word 



*We are ambassadors for Christ and the “light” of 
the gospel in this sin-laden world. 

*We must be people who: 

*Obey God’s will at all times with fear and trembling 

*Are aware of God working in us through His power in 
the word for His good pleasure 

*Work without complaining or disputing 

*Seek to be blameless, harmless, and without fault 

*Hold fast and forth the word of life to the world
