Self -Centeredness

·Children are raised to think the world revolves around them.

·Contributing factors:

¹Love and appreciation for their children

¹Affluence ïLk. 12:15

¹Some would rather pacify their children than parent them

·Conflict resolution :

¹Will cause problems for teachers and fellow students

¹ Is an arrogant bully

¹ Is weak, cannot stand on their own feet, easily offended, expects of others to 
bend to their feelings, and expects someone else to fix their problems.

·An adult whoé

¹ Is a poor friend, citizen, and employee
