What is meant by the 2" mile?
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Matt 5:41 “Whoever forces you to go one mile, go with him two.”

Not telling us that it is ok for people to walk all over you.
Not telling us to turn our backs on evil or injustice.

Matt 5:38 “You have heard that it was said, ‘AN EYE FOR AN EYE, AND A TOOTH FOR A
TOOTH.”32 But | say to you, do not resist an evil person; but whoever slaps you on
your right cheek, turn the other to him also. 4% If anyone wants to sue you and take
your shirt, let him have your coat also. 4 Whoever forces you to go one mile, go
with him two. 42 Give to him who asks of you, and do not turn away from him who

wants to borrow from you.

Context is we do not repay evil with evil.
We need to be different!

We might become evil!
Because God did NOT! Death for Sin!




Matt 5:41 “Whoever forces you to go one mile, go with him two.”

It was lawful to be forced to carry burden for Roman. Who likes it?
