If you had an important project, which one of these people would you want to 

work for you? What if you had finally got enough money to build your dream home, 

and you wanted everything to be perfect, which person 

would you want? Personally, I would go with the third, and 

I suspect you would as well. The third person is invested in 

the project. He is taking ownership in his work. He has a 

good attitude. He believes the job is going to produce one of 

London’s greatest cathedrals. 

Which one of these people are you when it comes to 

the church? Better yet, which one of these people are you 

when it comes to all spiritual matters? Perhaps you are a 

person that begrudgingly does spiritual work. Maybe it is because your family has 

always been in the church and you feel like that is what is expected. Or it could be 

that you are simply afraid of what will happen to you at death. You have a checklist 

of things that you feel are necessary to avoid being lost in the afterlife. Neither of 

these is going to produce the best fruit. 

God wants us to give Him a commitment that is heart, soul, mind, and 

strength (Mark 12:30). He wants us to give to Him out of love and not grudgingly or 

of necessity (2 Cor. 9:7). These are the attitudes of a person committed and invested. 

These are the attitudes that will produce good fruit. They are also the attitudes of a 

happy person. In fact, if you can employ this attitude in all aspects of life you will be 

a successful and happy person. The third person listed above did not even view his 

job as work. He said he was “helping.” God’s church deserves this kind of 

commitment, and if you wear the name of Christ you should do all things to the glory 

of God (Eccl. 9:10; 1 Cor. 10:31; Col. 3:23).
